The First Serve National Student Athlete Competition is a unique 11-month competition
in which First Serve students earn points primarily for their academic achievements, as
well as on their junior tennis tournament results.

Tennis points are earned by competing in
sanctioned junior tennis tournaments. To qualify for the competition, students must
attend tutoring and tennis sessions at least twice per week for the entire school year at
First Serve of the Palm Beaches.



Over 300 kids are participating in the contest alongside
other First Serve Chapters in cities such as Chicago,
Memphis, Houston, Philadelphia, Cincinnati, San
Francisco, Miami, and others. The competition will end
on July 15, 2008 when the nation’s number one ranked
girl and boy will each receive a $5,000 scholarship check
and a trip to the U.S. Open where they will meet with
some of the biggest names in tennis.
