Dekyla Little, No.18 in the girls' lower-
middle school division, took part in the coin toss for Tuesday's night match
between Juan Martín del Potro and Guillermo Cañas from the ATP World Tour.

This is the second season of First Serve's National Student Athlete Competition.
It began on July 16, 2008, and will wrap up on August 11, 2009. There are
separate divisions for boys and girls, and each gender is also split into two
divisions, one for lower-middle school and one for high school. Another change
from the first season of the competition is that the Top 3 placers in each of the
two girls' divisions will receive a scholarship prize from the Tour - $5,000 for first
place, $2,500 for second place and $1,000 for third place.
